MA in WAR, CULTURE & HISTORY
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War lies at the epicentre of modern culture, politics and society. Study the history of war’s impact in the 20th and 21st centuries. This new MA core course explores the cultural history of modern war. We consider the implications of trauma, memory, nationhood and identity for personal and public perceptions about war. We explore the political uses, meaning and consequences of war in history and now. This MA will introduce you to some of the most politically and emotionally charged issues that erupt as a result of war and its lingering impact on combatants, their families and communities, as well as subsequent generations. It also offers vocational skills in media analysis and film making.
